Women in science career panel


In January 2006, AAUW Montgomery County Branch co-sponsored with Montgomery College the Women in Science Forum   Again in May,   2007, our branch and Montgomery College Department of Natural Science and Health Professions hosted this project as a six women panel.  


	2007-Over 70 girls and boys attended from the county’s public, private and parochial middle and high schools.	A panel of six women from the surrounding community was selected. These ladies worked in areas of science as biotechnologist, computer tech, health, profession, chiropractor, and petroleum engineer and research scientist in metabolism.


	Panelist was allowed 15 minutes to speak to students. A list of questions was composed as a guideline for the six ladies. Questions as– where did you grow up, did you always want to be in this profession. Panelist were encouraged to share the importance of educations, hurdles, interesting stories, difficulties, what would you do different, and the importance of mentors in their lives.


	Evaluation forms were picked up at the end of session our rating: Excellent- 85%     15% good to very good.     Students as well as teachers said that they would attend this event again.  We received positive feedback from the panelist who enjoyed talking to girls one on one. Science teachers at local high schools gave extra credit.
